1. BOARD CONSIDERATION: Approval of Minutes

M/S/C approved the minutes of the December 7, 2010 Regular Board Meeting as submitted.
2. OPEN FORUM
Chad Roberts asked about the effect of the Conaway Ranch water agreements on the District. General Manager O’Halloran stated that any large conjunctive use program should be monitored and mitigated, if needed. Supervisor Chamberlain commented on the water supply of the Conaway Ranch.

4. BOARD CONSIDERATION : Election Of Officers For 2011

M/S/C  election of 2011 Chair Bruce Rominger and 2011 Vice Chair Jim Mayer, and the continuance of General Manager O’Halloran as 2011 Secretary, and Assistant General Manager Barton as 2011 Assistant Secretary.  
5. BOARD CONSIDERATION : Quagga Mussel Prevention Program

General Manager O’Halloran opened with comments that the District has jurisdiction and responsibility to enact a Quagga Mussel Prevention Program for Indian Valley Reservoir. Clear Lake is the responsibility of Lake County. Scott DeLeon, Director of Lake County Water Resources, was introduced. He is a 40 year resident of Lake County and is a civil engineer by training.

DeLeon gave a presentation on the negative effects of Quagga Mussels on the economy and the environment in infested areas. Quagga Mussels have not yet been detected in Clear Lake. He described Lake County’s prevention program activities, expenses ($114,000/year), and sources of revenue ($82,000/year from sticker sales). DeLeon requested financial assistance from the District of $20,000. The Board was very appreciative of the efforts of Lake County and agreed that the District should support the program financially at some level. The Board asked DeLeon to compare the $20,000 request of the District to other beneficiaries of the program, such as municipal water users around the lake and other Lake County businesses.  DeLeon stated that contributions from others has not yet been defined and will communicate with O’Halloran as the program progresses.

No action was taken on this item.
6. BOARD CONSIDERATION : Update of FlexSystem Plan

The District utilizes a flexible spending plan administered by Total Administration Services Corporation (TASC) to allow employees to have certain deductions taken from their paychecks as pre-tax deductions. Generally, this includes any portion of the premiums for dependent coverage. Money can also be deducted pre-tax to reimburse an employee for medical expenditures during the year and for child care. The District received notice on December 9, 2010 from TASC stating that, due to changes in coverage required by recent healthcare legislation, the District needs to update its FlexSystem Plan (Plan) by resolution. 

M/S/C adopted Resolution 11.01 amending the District’s FlexSystem Plan to reflect health benefits for Children under the age of 27.
7. STAFF REPORT: Attorney’s Annual Review of Brown Act Provisions and the District’s  Rules of Proceedings for Board of Director’s Meetings

Ryan Bezerra reported that after careful review no changes in the District rules were recommended at this time.

General Manager O’Halloran reported on water conditions and activities related to SB 7 X7 and the legal requirements for increased ag water measurement. He also reported that no Integrated Regional Water Management Plan Proposition 84 Implementation Grant applications were submitted by the Sacramento Valley Westside Group.

A discussion was held on diesel truck compliance with air quality regulations. This continues a discussion from the last Board meeting.
