1. BOARD CONSIDERATION: Approval of Minutes

4. STAFF REPORT: CAPAY DAM APRON REHABILITATION PROJECT UPDATE

Environmental Program Manager Lorenzato reported on the status of the Capay Dam Apron Rehabilitation Project (Project) and provided slides of the completed construction work that were taken earlier in the day showing the stream flowing over the dam and new apron. He stated that the construction was completed on time, but that demobilization took an extra day. He noted the importance of adhering to the schedule and that if the construction had not been completed on-time, then the weather we have had recently would have prevented completion.
Lorenzato reported that although the construction portion of the Project has been completed, there is still some cost reconciliation to be done. Also, some site work needs to be done to vegetate areas of the disturbed areas downstream of the apron. He is working with the Yolo County Resources Conservation District regarding the revegetation work, but has concerns about soil fertility and presence of the base rock substrate. He reported that the new grade control structure is at current grade level and extends ten feet below grade and spans the creek just downstream of the existing jetty.  

Mr. O’Halloran stated that a Project Record will be generated documenting the project, identifying the areas of concern and lessons learned for future projects.   

The Board congratulated Lorenzato and staff for the successful completion of the Project. 

5. BOARD CONSIDERATION: PURCHASE OF NEW VEHICLES IN COMPLIANCE WITH CALIFORNIA AIR RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD  HEAVY-DUTY TRUCK EMISSIONS REGULATIONS 

Facilities Supervisor Lopez reported on the 2005 California Air Resources Control Board (CARB) regulations (Regulations) intended to reduce diesel particulate matter emissions related to public agencies and  certain heavy-duty  diesel trucks in their  fleets. Lopez  reported that the District has  

three diesel trucks that are subject to the Regulations. He reviewed his understanding regarding the options available to the District regarding the trucks. 

Lopez reported that he had met with General Manager O’Halloran and Field Supervisor Espinoza to discuss the options available regarding the three trucks, and the potential impacts to the budget and operations. Given the discussion, Lopez proposed to replace two of the trucks and reconfigure the third truck such that it would be driven less than 1,000 miles per year.  This will exempt it from the Regulations. He estimated that this option will cost the District about $200,000.  

Yolo County Supervisor Chamberlain reported there are a number of different funding programs that the District might investigate.   Lopez reported that he had spoken with various CARB staff regarding potential financial assistance, the program and requirements, but had received inconsistent information. It appears we are too small to qualify for financial assistance. 

O’Halloran reported that this expenditure was not budgeted. However, the funds would come from the Capital Improvement budget and would require some other capital items to be postponed. 

The Board referred consideration of the issue to the Infrastructure Committee for review and a recommendation. 

6. DIRECTORS’ REPORTS

Director Tadlock reported on a Sites Committee formation meeting, noting that it will not become an active committee until after January 1, 2011. He reported that he was surprised by the amount and detail of information already developed regarding the proposed project. 

7. ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Legal Counsel Bartkiewicz reported briefly on the impact of the recently passed Proposition 26 on the District, noting it does not impact District water rates, but may require a 2/3 vote on some types of fees. A memorandum has been provided to the District regarding Proposition 26.

Bartkiewicz reported briefly the Delta Stewardship Council and it activities. Also, with the withdrawal of support from the Westlands Water District and the San Luis and Delta-Mendota Water Authority from the Bay Delta Conservation Plan (BDCP) process, it is uncertain what the impact will be on the BDCP.   
8. GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

General Manager O’Halloran reported on the following:

a) Regarding the Water Conditions Report that was provided, O’Halloran pointed out that the elevation of Clear Lake on December 7, 2010 is 2.18 feet higher than on December 7, 2009. He also reported that the District will start to get a portion of the Clear Lake water when the water level reaches 3.22 feet on the Rumsey gauge.   

b) Regarding the groundwater monitoring legislation, O’Halloran reported that the Association of California Water Agencies and the Northern California Water Association have been engaged in discussing the legislation, including a companion piece of legislation to address agricultural water measurement. The District is in compliance regarding the volumetric reading at all of its delivery gates; however, the draft regulations require that each gate will have to be tested to verify that it is accurate to plus or minus 6%. This requirement, if adopted, will have a major fiscal impact on the District.

c) Regarding the Westside Integrated Regional Water Management Plan and Grant, The preliminary list of approved projects should be released on December 8, 2010. 

d) Regarding Quagga Mussel control in Lake County, the District has received a request from Lake County Water Resources Director Scott DeLeon to provide $20,000 to help fund the Lake County Quagga Mussel Prevention Program. O’Halloran has invited DeLeon to address that Board with his request. Director Vink asked O’Halloran to ask DeLeon to also report on the Hydrilla program, which the District financially supports. Project Manager Reed noted that the District had offered Dam Operator Lansom-Bley to assist one day a week on the Quagga Program during the non-irrigation season.  
9. GENERAL DISCUSSION

Chair Brice reported that she, Directors Rominger and Vink, and General Manager O’Halloran had all attended the recent retirement party for Supervisor Helen Thomson. She reported it was a very nice event.
